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Note : In the above  Ⅰ-2 , in the case that a foreign manufacturer who has already obtained a certificate of
conformity applies for granting its copy, the assessment equivalent to conformity assessment shall not
be performed.

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The "Law Relating to Maintenance and Rationalization of Standards and Approval Systems

Related to the Ministry of International Trade and Industry (MITI)", which includes a revision of

the Electrical Appliance and Material Control Law, was promulgated on August 6, 1999, and in

addition to a regulatory system consisting primarily of the conventional "control", the system

was transformed into a system for ensuring "safety" by the private sector.  In addition to this

transformation, the name of the Electrical Appliance and Material Control Law was changed to

the "Electrical Appliance and Material Safety Law", and this law went into effect on April 1,

2001.  

In summary of the major points of the revision from the viewpoint of manufacturers residing in

foreign countries (to be referred to as "foreign manufacturers"), in the case of exporting Category

A products to Japan, the direct regulations of "Foreign Manufacturer Registration" and

"Acquisition of Type Approval" by the government requested under the Electrical Appliance and

Material Control Law were abolished, and in the exporting of Category A products to Japan,

procedures taken by manufacturers are no longer necessary.  Instead necessary procedures will

be taken by importers in Japan.  In addition, type approval testing has been changed to a

conformity testing, which has paved the way for participation by private testing and inspection

agencies.

In the case of exporting Category B products to Japan, the mandatory retention of testing records

by type classification has been newly added to importers in Japan.  

In addition, there is the obligation to comply with technical requirements for both Category A

and Category B products, and the obligation to observe this also falls unconditionally on

importers.  

With respect to other matters,  〒 mark and other markings have been changed to new markings,

and penalties on importers in Japan have been toughened.  

This pamphlet provides an explanation of the contents and procedures of safety regulations from

the viewpoint of overseas manufacturers while also discussing interim measures accompanying

system transition.

In the case a foreign manufacturer exports Category A products to Japan, the importer in Japan is obliged to

notify the Minister of Economy, Trade and Industry of the following prescribed matters at every classification

of electrical appliance and material from 1 to 19 mentioned in the table.

<<Prescribed Matters>>

(1) Name (title), address and name of representative (in the case of a corporation)

(2) "Type classification" of electrical appliance and material

(3) Name (title) and address of manufacturer of said electrical appliance

"Classification" and "Type classification" of electrical appliance and material in the Prescribed Matters are as

are almost succeeded to the new Law.

Ⅰ-2 Conformity Testing, etc.

Importers in Japan that have submitted a notification of business (to be referred to as "notifying importers")

are obliged to retain a certificate of conformity or its copy, acquired according to the following method in

accordance with the type classification as indicated in the notification stipulated by the METI with respect to

Category A products desired to be imported, within the valid term of the certificate stipulated in the

Enforcement Regulations of the Electrical Appliance and Material Safety Law (which is the same as the valid

term of the previous type approval.  Refer to "valid term" in the schedule of Category A products).  This is

substantially the same as previous type approval.  However, the confirmation of a Manufacturer's or other's

Testing Facilities is newly added to the requirements.

(1) Notifying importers shall have the assessment equivalent to conformity assessment performed by a

domestic authorized conformity assessment body authorized by the Minister of Economy,  Trade and

Industry or by an overseas approved conformity assessment body approved by the Minister of Economy,

Trade and Industry (to be referred to as "conformity assessment body"), and shall receive a certificate of

conformity following that testing.  

(2) Foreign manufacturers shall have the assessment equivalent to conformity assessment performed by a

conformity assessment body and shall receive copies of certificates of conformity within the valid term of

the certificates and notifying importers shall receive the originals.  However, the valid term of the copies

Ⅰ-3 Obligation to Comply with Technical Requirements

In the case a notifying importer imports a Category A product for which a certificate of conformity has been

issued, that Category A product is obliged to comply with technical requirements stipulated in ordinances of

the METI.  There are not any major changes in the existing technical requirements.

Ⅰ-4 Mandatory Testing/Inspection

A notifying importer is obliged to inspect whether the Category A product to be imported complies with

technical requirements, prepare a record of that testing and inspection, and retain that record.  Furthermore,

in the case testing and inspection for the said electrical appliance is not performed by the notifying importer

but instead is commissioned to a foreign manufacturer, and the notifying importer confirms the performing of

that testing, the acquisition of the testing record and compliance with technical requirements, the notifying

importer shall be considered to have fulfilled that obligation.  

The following are items to be tested. 

( Tests for Category A products )

(1) Tests within the manufacturing process

Tests performed within the manufacturing process of Category A products shall be carried out routinely

on the construction, quality of material and performance of the applicable Category A products in

accordance with the method of manufacture of Category A products, by a method recognized as

appropriate to making the applicable Category A products conform to the technical requirements.

Note: Tests of materials and parts may be substituted for by an incoming inspection at the time of purchase
as long as such inspection is recognized as equivalent or superior to the applicable test.

(2) Tests of completed products

Tests shall be performed on completed Category A products as follows:

For fuses (excluding thermal links with containers which are of a non-current-carrying construction), their

appearance shall be tested on every product, and for Category A products listed in the left column of the

following table, their appearance, dielectric strength, function and matters listed in the right column of the

table shall be tested on every product and for other Category A products, their appearance, dielectric

strength and function on every product shall be tested also by the method stipulated in the technical

requirements or other equivalent or superior methods.

However, tests regarding overload current tripping characteristics shall be performed by the testing

method stipulated in the technical requirements Appendix 4, or by such other method which is equivalent

or superior to the stipulated method.  Testing for earth leakage tripping characteristics shall be performed

by the testing method prescribed in Appendix 4 or by such other method which is equivalent or superior

to the stipulated method.
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(3) Inspection of test specimen

Testing of specimen randomly selected from the materials, parts, semi-finished and completed products of

Category A shall be performed as follows: In the case of a change in the main materials, parts,

manufacturing method, or when deemed necessary to bring the applicable materials, parts, semi-finished

or completed products of Category A into conformity with technical requirements, tests of applicable test

items stipulated by the technical requirements shall be carried out by the stipulated testing methods or

other equivalent or superior method.

Note: Tests of materials and parts may be substituted for by an incoming inspection at the time of purchase
as long as such inspection is recognized as equivalent or superior to the applicable test.

Ⅰ-5 Obligation of Marking

In order for a notifying importer to sell an electrical appliance, in addition to fulfilling the obligation of

complying with technical requirements and the obligation of mandatory testing as mentioned above, the

notifying importer shall also be required to affix the prescribed marking on Category A products.  

Although there are many cases in which the markings are actually affixed by the foreign manufacturer in

accordance with a notifying importer's request, these markings are unconditionally affixed at the legal

responsibility of the importer.

Ⅱ-2 Obligation to Comply with Technical Requirements

In the case a notifying importer imports a Category B products to Japan, those products are obliged to

comply with technical requirements, which are the same as in section 1-3.

Ⅱ-3 Mandatory Testing/Inspection

The provisions regarding mandatory testing/inspection for notifying importers are the same as in section I-4.

The following inspection items are stipulated for the completed products from among Category A products.

(Test of Category B products)

Metal conduits and their fittings, Cable wiring switchboxes, Fuses, Incandescent lamps, Fluorescent lamps,

and Decorative lighting fixtures shall be tested with regard to their appearance. Belt conveyors and Barber

chairs shall be tested with regard to their appearance and dielectric strength. All other electrical appliances

and materials noted in Appendix 2 of the Enforcement Ordinance shall be tested for each product with regard

to their appearance, dielectric strength, and function by the testing methods stipulated by the said technical

requirements, or other equivalent or superior methods.

Ⅱ-4 Obligation of Marking

The obligation of marking by notifying importers is the same as described in section I-5.
