Factory Equipment Survey for Cord Sets

& Power Supply Cords Manufacturers

It is necessary for each manufacturer of cord sets and power supply cords successfully to pass a factory test equipment survey conducted by one of our personnel.  A list of test equipment which the manufacturer is required to have in the factory is stated in the Standard for Cord Sets and Power-Supply Cords (UL 817) as follows:

1. Conductor Secureness Test Equipment (UL 817, Sec. 81)

2. Security of Blade Test Equipment (UL 817, Sec. 82)

3. Security of Insulation Test Equipment (UL 817, Sec. 83)

4. Strain Relief Test Equipment (UL 817, Sec. 84, Sec. 85)

5. Insulation Resistance Test Equipment (UL 817, Sec. 89)

6. Blade Pull Test at Elevated Temperature Test Equipment - Optional (UL 817, Sec. 95)

7. Flexing Test Equipment – Optional (UL 817, Sec. 96)

8. Abrupt Pull Test Equipment:  UL 817, Sec. 99)

9. Jacket Retention Test Equipment (UL 817, Sec. 100)

10. Dielectric Voltage Withstand Test Equipment (UL 817, Sec. 104)

You may elect to conduct the Blade Pull at Elevated Temperature Test (UL 817, Sec. 95) and the Flexing Test (UL 817, Sec. 96) at your facilities rather than having these tests performed at UL, also as part of our Follow-Up Service Program.  If you elect to perform these two tests in your factory, please inform us in advance because evaluation of the test equipment must be conducted by a member of our staff from Conformity Assessment Services (CAS).

Supplement for Test Equipment for Conductor Secureness Test, Strain Relief Test, Security of Blade Test and Security of Insulation Test

8 lb., 15 lb., 20 lb., 30 lb., weight shall be provided.  In addition, a supporting surface must be provided which will allow the angle between the contact element or line blade and the flexible cord to be the same as in the completely assembled fitting.  The supporting surface may be in the form of a horizontally supported steel plate containing knotches or grooves which will accommodate the contact element or line blade in the position required.  This horizontal steel plate should also include a single round hole of a diameter sufficiently large to permit only the line blades of an attachment plug, plus a grounding pin if one is used, to pass through it.
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
